PRUDENTIAL FLOOR LIMIT FOR MINIMUM CAPITAL REQUIREMENT: 

The guidelines for implementation of the New Capital Adequacy framework issued by RBI, stipulates higher of the following amounts as minimum capital required to be maintained by the Bank.

a. Minimum capital as per Basel II norms for Credit, Market and Operational risks.

b. Minimum capital as per Basel I norms for Credit and Market risks.

The minimum capital required to be maintained by the Bank as on 30-09-2009 as per Basel I norms is Rs.14131.80 crores and as per Basel II norms is Rs.11853.91 crore.



However the actual capital (Tier I and Tier II) maintained by the Bank as on 30-09-2009 is Rs19044.85 crore which is above the prudential floor limit.
